
Cheer America Parents & Students, 

 

Parades are an optional Cheer America activity.  Our first parade opportunity is the 

Lima Irish Parade on Saturday, March 13, 2010.  Keep in mind that additional parade 

opportunities in other cities during the spring/summer months will be available. 

 

Any student who wishes to march in a parade must first attend a parade clinic 

(cost of $15).  Students who have previously attended a parade clinic are not 

required to repeat the clinic.  See the reverse side of this paper for parade clinic 

information pertaining to the parade in Lima. 

 

Specific merchandise is required to march in a parade.  The 3-piece uniform 

(shell top, skirt & brief) is one option.  Cheer America sweatshirt & sweatpants is 

another option.  Only Cheer America poms may be used at parades.  This will be 

discussed in detail when you attend a parade clinic (including how to dress warm 

when wearing the 3-piece uniform to parades held during cold weather months).
